The annual Reek Sunday 
Pilgrimage takes place on 
Sunday July 30th at Croagh 
Patrick. The Pilgrimage is 
held in honour of St. Patrick 
who fasted and prayed on 
the mountain for 40 days in 
the year 441AD. Confes-
sions will be available on 
the summit from 7.30am to 
2:00pm. Mass will be cele-
brated hourly in the old 
church on the summit from 
8:00am to 2.00pm. The 
10.00am Mass will be as 
Gaeilge  
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
